Dear Parent/Guardian

This is to inform you Mock examinations for Year 11 and in Science and DT for Year 10) students run from Monday 28 November until Friday 9 December 2011.  The exams, which are held under strict exam conditions, enable students to practice examination papers in the right environment.

Each student will be issued with their individual timetable giving details of date, time, room and their seat number.   

Please would you ensure your son/daughter is aware of the following:

Morning exams start at 0830.  Mid morning start at 1100.  Afternoon exams start at 1225 or 1315.  Students MUST to be outside the exam room 10 minutes before the start of the exam.  If students are late, not only does it disturb other students who have begun the exam, but can also result in exams not finishing on time, as we schedule within the College day. However, due to industrial action on Wednesday 30 November the Mathematics mock will START at 0945-1200.

All mobile phones, MP3 players and ipods must be switched off and placed in their bags which will be placed in lockable storage areas beside each room.  If any student wishes to hand in their phone or valuables to an Invigilator this is not a problem.

Each student should bring with them 2 black Biro pens, a pencil, ruler, eraser and calculator in a clear pencil case or clear polythene bag.

Students need to be aware that upon entering the examination room there must be no talking or communication with other students, this includes turning around and holding up scripts whilst the exam is in progress.

It is vital that students sit in their correct seat as it may be necessary to put out more than one tier in each room. 

No student can leave the examination room once the exam has started, so students must ensure they use the toilet before entering the room.  If a student has a medical problem which may mean they need to leave the room, the Examination Officer (Mrs Bastin) will require a medical certificate from your GP.
